English

Children will develop their stamina for writing by 

· writing narratives about personal experiences and those of others (real and fictional) 
· writing poetry 

· writing for different purposes to include: letters, non-chronological reports, recounts, lists, posters, character and setting descriptions

Children will learn how to use:

· sentences with different forms: statement, question, exclamation, command 

· expanded noun phrases to describe and specify [for example, the blue butterfly] 

· the present and past tenses correctly and consistently including the progressive form

· subordination (using when, if, that, or because) and co-ordination (using or, and, or but)

Children will understand and be able to give examples of the following: adjective, noun, verb and adverb.
Maths:

Number and Place Value

· Recognise place value in two-digit numbers, e.g. knowing that the 1 in 17 represents 10

· Read and write numbers up to 100 as words

· Count in 2s, 3s and 5s

· Compare and order numbers up to 100

· Use the < and > symbols to represent the relative size of numbers

Calculations

· Recall number bonds up to 20 fluently

· Add and subtract numbers mentally and using objects, including two-digit numbers

· Show that adding two numbers can be done in any order, but subtracting cannot

· Recognise that addition and subtraction are inverse operations

· Learn the multiplication and division facts for the 2x, 5x and 10x tables

· Show that multiplying two numbers can be done in any order, but dividing cannot

· Solve problems using the x and ÷ symbols
Fractions
· Recognise, find, name and write fractions 1/3 , 1/4 , 2/4 and 3/4 of a length, shape, set of objects or quantity

· Write simple fractions, for example 1/2 of 6 = 3 and recognise the equivalence of 2/4 and 1/2

Measurement: Time

· Compare and sequence intervals of time

Geometry: Position and Direction

· Order and arrange combinations of mathematical objects in patterns and sequences                                  

· Use mathematical vocabulary to describe position, direction and movement, including movement in a straight line and distinguishing between rotation as a turn and in terms of right angles for quarter, half and three-quarter turns (clockwise and anti-clockwise).

· Living things and their habitats (suitable habitats/ simple food chains)
