Year 2 Autumn Term Curriculum Overview 2024

English: 
Through the use of a range genre children will:

· develop positive attitudes towards and stamina for writing by: writing narratives about personal experiences and those of others (real and fictional), writing about real events, writing poetry and writing for different purposes (non-chronological reports, diary entries, posters/adverts, descriptions, instructions, letters, recounts)
· consider what they are going to write before beginning by: planning or saying out loud what they are going to write about, writing down ideas and/or key words, including new vocabulary and encapsulating what they want to say, sentence by sentence

· make simple additions, revisions and corrections to their own writing by: evaluating their writing with the teacher and other pupils, re-reading to check that their writing makes sense and that verbs to indicate time are used correctly and consistently, including verbs in the continuous form 

· proof-read their written work to check for errors in spelling, grammar and punctuation [for example, ends of sentences punctuated correctly] 
· read aloud what they have written with appropriate intonation to make the meaning clear.

Maths: 
Children will:
Number and Place Value

· count in steps of 2, 3, and 5 from 0, and in tens from any number, forward and backward 

· recognise the place value of each digit in a two-digit number (tens, ones) 

· identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations, including the number line 

· compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <, > and = signs 

· read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and in words 

· use place value and number facts to solve problems
Addition and Subtraction

· solve problems with addition and subtraction
· use concrete objects and pictorial representations, including those involving numbers, quantities and measures 

· apply their increasing knowledge of mental and written methods 

· recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently, and derive and use related facts up to 100 

· add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations, and mentally, including
a two-digit number and ones, a two-digit number and tens and two two-digit numbers 

· add three one-digit numbers 

· show that addition of two numbers can be done in any order (commutative) and subtraction of one number from another cannot 

· recognise and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction and use this to check calculations and solve missing number problems.

· recognise and name common 2-D and 3-D shapes including: 2-D shapes [for example, rectangles (including squares), circles and triangles] and 3-D shapes [for example, cuboids (including cubes), pyramids and spheres]

Homework: 
All children will be given 3 separate Homework tasks to complete each week: Maths/English, Spellings and Reading.
1. CGP English and Maths books: These will go home every Friday and children will be asked to complete one ‘workout’ from each book, each weekend. Homework must be handed in on Monday as we will be going over the Homework in class. Please let us know if special circumstances occur that prevent your child from completing their Homework.
2. Spellings will be sent home each Thursday for a test the following Thursday. Please do start learning these straight away, rather than the night before, in order to help your child commit these spellings to their long term memory.  Children will be given two Spelling Books; one for their ‘test’ (which will come home when marked) and one for their ‘spelling lists’. Please do not use these books for the practise of Spellings. 

Spelling Shed: Children can practise their weekly spellings and Common Exception words using Spelling Shed, so please take time to explore. Please always refer to your child’s Spelling Book for the words to be learned as these may differ slightly to Spelling Shed. Each Thursday, we will look at children’s individual achievements on the assignment set for that week and House Points will be awarded.
3. Reading: Ideally, children need to read to an adult every day, however we recognise that this is not always manageable. We are asking that you read with your child 3 times a week, and record this in their Reading Diary.  House Points will again be rewarded.

Other:

· Key Instant Recall of Facts (KIRFS) will be given out at the beginning of each half term. It is expected that the children will work on these at home with their parents/guardians, and these will be visited regularly in class.
· PE will be on Mondays and Fridays, so please ensure that full PE kit is in school on these days.
· Artis will commence Wednesday 13th September. Please ensure your child has their black        

· pumps in school.

· Reading Books: Children will be given the opportunity to change their Home Reading Book during their Guided Reading session, once a week. However, if a further change is required, please ensure your child asks to do so, and we will ensure they do this.

In order to encourage children to read at home and share their favourite books, we have a basket in class where children may place books they have at home for other children to enjoy, and where they can also borrow a book. These books are ‘signed out’ so they can be enjoyed with families at home. In order that they can be returned to their owners, names will need to be clearly written inside each book before it is placed in the ‘Book Swap’ basket. All children will be encouraged to write a book review about the books they have read/borrowed to share with the class.

· Show and Tell: Children will have the opportunity to ‘Show’ a special item or ‘Tell’ a special piece of news on a Friday. A different group will be given this opportunity each week and your child will know when it is their group’s turn,
